Bolt connections should be checked again at regular intervals (probably once a week
is enough, depending on road conditions, usage, loads and distances travelled). You should also check the
roof bars each time they are refitted.Use only non-stretch fastening ropes or straps.

Please remove SUNSEEKER Il Awning and crossbars when putting vehicle through an automatic car wash.
Load Ratings

With the addition of the SUNSEEKER Il Awning, the load capacity of your crossbars will have to be adjusted
accordingly. The SUNSEEKER Il Awning and 2 crossbars weigh approximately 15kg.
